With all precincts reporting, the District 6 seat went to Wheaton-Glen Ellyn AAUW member Shannon Burns, who edged
Republican Al Murphy by just 596 votes (28,714 to 28,118). She is the first Democrat to be elected to the Commission since the
board became independent a decade ago. She was also the only Democrat to be elected Tuesday night.

She replaces current Commissioner (and Branch member) Roger Kotecki, who will step down from the position after 20 years.

The non-fiction lit book group will meet on Wednesday, November 28, at Peggy Connolly's home to discuss House of Stone: A
Memoir of Home, Family, and a Lost Middle East by Anthony Shadid. This book provides a subtle but powerful insight into the
Middle East. Shadid memoirizes a lost world, documents a shifting Middle East and provides insights into a volatile landscape.
This is a story about dislocation, about the effects of years and years of war, about the meaning of family and about trying to find
some center point of attachment. The author was a two- time Pulitzer Prize winner for his war correspondent reporting for both
the Washington Post and the New York Times. Anthony died tragically earlier this year of an asthma attack while attempting to
cross into Syria on horseback. He was forty three. On the day of his death, NPR devoted the entire day to honoring Anthony.
There may not be another correspondent working in the Middle East today who can provide Anthony's insight. Anthony was a
native of Oklahoma where his family immigrated from Lebanon after the break-up of the Ottoman Empire and the redistribution
of land by the French and English.

The Starr family has known the Shadid family since the 1920's and Pam's family has
known the Shadid family since just after WWIL.

Graduating to a Pay Gap, the latest research report released by AAUW on October 24, shows how the gender pay gap affects
the student loan debt burden for women college graduates. You may have seen it featured on the front page of the Chicago
Tribune business section November 19. The report is an update of the 2007 AAUW report, Behind the Pay Gap, which found
that just one year after college graduation, women are paid only 80 cents for every dollar men are paid.
